Stone Crusher and Block Making (Control) Regulations 1971
GN No. 11 of 1971
Regulations made by the Minister under paragraph 20 of part 1 of section 193 of the Public Health Act
1.         These Regulations may be cited as the Stone Crusher and Block Making (Control) Regulations, 1971.
2.         In these regulations, unless the context otherwise requires -
“Permanent Secretary" means the Permanent Secretary of the Ministry of Health;
“permit" means a permit issued under regulation 3 of these Regulation; 
“plant” means a stone crushing plant and includes a block making plant.
3.         It shall not be lawful for any person to establish or work a plant, unless he is a holder of a permit issued by the Permanent Secretary.
4.         Where the Permanent Secretary grants a permit he may attach thereto such conditions as he thinks necessary to protect the health, comfort and security of the workers of the plant and of the public, and, in particular, but without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing provision, may require that-
(a)               jets of water be placed at the mouth of the crusher in such a manner as to ensure that the stones are thoroughly wet during the crushing;
(b)               the waste water carrying the particles of dust be disposed to the satisfaction of the Sanitary Authority
(c) the crushers be enclosed within the building to minimize dust nuisance
(d)            rock dust be stored in enclosures constructed to the satisfaction of the Sanitary Authority
(e) mess room, cloak room and washing facilities and suitable accommodation be provided for employees;
(f)            employees be provided with protective clothing, gloves and boots.
5.         It shall be lawful for the Permanent Secretary or any Sanitary Officer to inspect a plant at any time during the working thereof in order to give effect to the provisions of these regulations.
6. Every person who fails to comply with the provisions of these regulations or with any conditions attached to a permit shall commit an offence and be liable on conviction to a fine not exceeding one thousand rupees and to imprisonment not exceeding 3 months.
7.         Where any person being the bolder of a permit is convicted of an offence under these Regulations the Permanent Secretary may order that any permit held by that person shall either be suspended for such time as the Permanent Secretary thinks fit or shall be forfeited.
Provided that where by order of the Permanent Secretary a permit is suspended or forfeited lie may appeal to the Minister against that order by giving written notice thereof to the Permanent Secretary not later than 15 days after the receipt of the order.
