The Road Traffic (Control of Vehicle Emissions) (Amendment) Regulations 2003

THE ROAD TRAFFIC ACT
Regulations made by the Minister under section 190 of the Road Traffic Act
1. These regulations may be cited as the Road Traffic (Control of Vehicle Emissions) (Amendment) Regulations 2003. 
2. In these regulations – 
"principal regulations" means the Road Traffic (Control of Vehicle Emissions) Regulations 2002. 
3. The principal regulations are amended – 
(a)   by deleting the words “1 March 2003”, wherever they appear and replacing them by the words "1 September 2003"; 
(b)   by deleting the words "1 July 2003" wherever they appear and replacing them by the words "1 January 2004"; 
(c)   in regulation 2, in the definition of "authorised officer" by adding after the words "regulations", the words "or a police officer"; 
(d)   in regulation 6, in paragraph (b) by deleting the words "1 March 2004" and replacing them by the words "1 July 2004"; 
(e)   in regulation 7, in paragraph (2), by deleting the word "smoke'" 
(f)     in regulation 8, in paragraph (2), by deleting the word "smoke".
(g)   in regulation 15, by deleting paragraph (1) and replacing it by the following paragraph – 
(1) Any person who is the owner of, or has under his control or possession, 20 or more diesel-driven motor vehicles for the purpose of his business or trade shall, as from 1 August 2003, operate and maintain an approved facility so as to ensure that all his motor vehicles conform to the standards specified in these regulations.
